All dogs over 6 months old belonging to individuals residing in the Town of Kingston must be
licensed. Licensing fees are:

Neutered Male or Spayed Female: $8.50
Unneutered Male or Unspayed Female: $15.50

There is a $5.00 discount if one of owners is 65 or older. There is no fee for licensing guide dogs,
war dogs, police dogs, work dogs, hearing dogs, or service dogs. Please call (336-8853X13) or
e-mail (tokclerk@gmail.com) if you have any questions.

HOW TO APPLY FOR A PARKING PERMIT IN THE TOWN OF KINGSTON

You are eligible for a parking permit for the disabled if you are a Town of Kingston residenivho
has one or more severe disabilities that impair your mobility. See Part 2 of the MV-664.1 for a
description of qualifying disabilities.

A) A permit may be issued for either a permanent or temporary disability.

B) You do not have to be a driver, or the registered owner of a vehicle, to get a parking
permit. Children who have a qualifying disability are eligible for permits at any age, as are
persons who are legally blind. Permits are issued in the name of the person with the
disability.

Q) Either print out the application form (MV664-1) or pick one up at the Town Clerk’s
office in the Town of Kingston.

D) Fill out Part 1 of the application (MV664-1). Have your physician or podiatrist complete
Part 2 of the application and return it to you.

E) Take your completed application to the Town Clerk’s Office in the Town of Kingston.
Also bring a copy of the driver’s license of the registered car owner.
